Minutes Synopsis:

1. Possible FAC Projects:

Need to start developing 3D CADD Standards

Need to develop workspace around 3D Design

Develop some 3D Objects applicable to military construction

Develop an effective and inexpensive way to post projects on the web, without having to purchase something like Model Server Publisher

Glen Kato currently is converting files during design to raster and making them accessible on the web.  Jacksonville is doing something similar; using raster imagery as is used with EBS viewer.  They are doing this for the Portuguese Dam project.

2. Symposium Dates, Hotel Reserved Block of Rooms:

Chiway can’t go to the Symposium because of a lack of funds.  If travel and per diem funding can be provided from the FAC, this could change his status.  He will need to coordinate this with his supervisor.

Stan will be doing a demo on ArchiCAD at the Symposium.
Jacksonville will try to see if something can be put together on the Portuguese Dam Project.
4. Potential funding for Attendees:
